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REFORMING THE SOCIAL PROTECTION SYSTEM IN FRANCE:
MANAGEMENT OF SOCIAL ACTIVITY

In order to better understand the issues related to child protection statistics in Gironde, the article identifies the
demographic and geographical data of the area on the weakening of family ties (the results of the Demographic Report of the
Surveillance Service (I.N.S.E.E.) and Social Welfare (S.O.P.S.), concerning the staffing data required to have an accurate
overview of the child protection data required by the Departmental Observatory for Child Protection (O.D.P.E.)). The
article notes that according to the LN.S.E.E., as of January 1, 2020, the Gironde department had 1,633,440 inhabitants:
in less than twenty years, the population of Gironde has increased by more than 300,000, The department’s population
growth rate is twice as fast as the average in mainland France (as a result, the population of Gironde continues to
grow — from 2.23% in 2002 to 2.52% in 2020). The stable growth of the population of Gironde is largely due to the strong
attractiveness of this area. In recent years, the average annual net migration, which is almost 15,000 people (excess of
arrivals over departures), is three quarters (75%) of the average annual population growth of this department. As for
the natural balance, it remains positive (excess of births over deaths), despite the downward trend.: from +4,857 in 2013,
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it fell to +3,470 in 2018. The article reveals the geographical distribution of children and youth in Gironde: according
to the latest census, Gironde has 390,601 young people under 21, of whom 55%, ie 214,635 children under 12,111,578
(28.5%) 12—17 years, ie 326,213 minors and 64,389 (16.5%) young people aged 18—20. There is a noticeable difference
between the territories. although most young people live in urban areas, some rural sectors are also very populated, the
Libournais sector. The poverty rate in Gironde is lower than the average for mainland France, although according to
the latest IN.S.E.E., 12.7% of the population of the Gironde department, almost 200,000 people, are poor. However, this
figure does not show much difference by type of family: poverty affects only 10.9%, Girondins living in families consisting
of a couple with a child (family), in single-parent families, the poverty rate is — 26.8%. According to the author, it is
important that the supply of services is present in all sectors: these issues are important for the rural population, which

often suffers from lack of access to social services.
