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WRITING SECTION OF THE INTERNATIONAL TEST IELTS:
SPECIFICS OF THE SECOND TASK AND WRITING GUIDELINES

This article discusses the specifics of writing the second of two tasks in the Writing section of the international test
IELTS — an essay. IELTS (International English Language Testing System) is the most popular English language test in
the world. 1t is designed by the world’s leading language assessment experts and assesses all English skills: reading,
writing, listening and speaking. Both, those who have experienced the IELTS test in person and those who are studying
for the test, know that the writing section has two parts. The previous article focused on the first task, which examines
the ability to select and report the main characteristics, to describe and compare data, to identify the significance and
trends in factual information, or to describe a process. This article can be regarded as a logical continuation, but also as
a separate piece of writing that pays attention to the second task, which often asks for a personal viewpoint (at least 250
words) on the given problem.

This article aims to help you to understand the basic steps in writing a successful assey, as well as to pay attention
to the vocabulary used in one or another type of Task 2. The three basic types of Task 2 are reviewed, basic guidelines
are provided, and attention is paid to the tense forms and the necessary vocabulary. At the end of the article, basic
recommendations are provided for the second task step by step, such as: use an academic style; only identify key points
in the text; insignificant or irrelevant data may be omitted; make your logical assumptions or give your opinion on the
information, agree or disagree with the statement given in the topic, decide, what are the problems and what solutions can
be suggested for solving the problems,; mention, to what extent do you agree or disagree with this statement, etc.
