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ON COWORKING SPACE CRITERIA

The scientific problem of defining and analysing the features of coworking space as a space for work is a current issue
of architecture and design and still is insufficiently covered by Ukrainian science. The purpose of the article is to identify
the coworking space criteria as a tool for systematising currently known data — a style, colouristic, and other components
choice related to the field of visualisation, that is, art and design. The research methods are analysis and synthesis,
historical and comparative approach, typological constructions, and system approach. Based on a comprehensive
analysis of the theory and history of design, the authors have specified the idea of the coworking space requirements,
particularly regarding architectural approaches and design solutions. Results and conclusions. The article’s scientific
novelty consists of analysing scientific data on this issue, their systematisation following modern scientific art studies
approaches, and final generalisation; in addressing the problems of forming/designing a business space at the theoretical
and practical level in the field of design. The disclosure of this issue contributes to greater efficiency in designing a
coworking space both at the theoretical and practical levels. In the conclusions, the authors have summed up that
coworking is an environment for intellectual work in the form of group/collective work, created on the basis of the self-
organisation of a set of agents and is the subject of design practices and theory. Based on the classification of coworking
spaces according to various characteristics as follows: professional field and activity type, the needs of the user, the
workspace organisation type, and the influence on the formation of the studied type of spaces of the following criteria are
established. Humanitarian-representative, formative-architectural, legal, economic, consumer, psychological, and design
criteria exist. These criteria reflect the objective picture of the development of coworking space as a comprehensive and
multicomponent phenomenon associated with the socio-economic sector of existence, implemented in an architectural
and design solution. The “coworking” concept embodies meanings related to a) the type of office, b) space development,
¢) environment development, d) the method of workflow, e) the type of intellectual activity of a single or collective nature,
which occurs in conditions defined by criteria.

The analysis expands the currently known classifications of coworking spaces, which is an effective tool for developing
coworking space.
