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THE USE OF GPT CHATBOTS IN TEACHING ENGLISH TO STUDENTS
OF NON-LANGUAGE FACULTIES
The article is devoted to the use of artificial intelligence in the context of foreign language learning. The article

discusses in detail the current challenges and prospects of using such an artificial intelligence tool as the GPT Chatbot in
the practice of training specialists in higher education institutions. Attention is drawn to the fact that this revolutionary
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technology can change the paradigm of the educational process, giving it new aspects and providing students with
innovative tools that help to increase students’engagement and optimize their academic results. The authors have examined
the numerous possibilities of using the program to generate ideas for various foreign language classes. The authors note
that such ideas can stimulate the process of creativity, helping students to overcome stagnation and encouraging them
to think for themselves based on the answers offered by the chatbot. The article explores the options for using chatbot
in classroom preparation and provides examples of effective application of the program. The advantages of chat, which
combines a proofreader, an encyclopedia, a translator, a search engine, and even a generator of exercises, texts, questions
to texts, dialogues, tests are noted. At the same time, the authors analyze the weaknesses of artificial intelligence systems
in training specialists and the risks of their uncritical use. Even with its wide functionality, the model is not able to replace
live communication and practice in standard or non-standard situations. Therefore, it is recommended to combine the use
of the program with other methods, such as interaction of students in pairs and micro groups, discussions, spontaneous
dialogues, role-playing games, audio, and video materials. The authors also emphasize the need to verify any information

generated by artificial intelligence.
