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MEANS OF CREATING NARRATIVE TENSION AT THE LEVEL
OF CHARACTERS IN ENGLISH-LANGUAGE HORROR LITERATURE
(BASED ON THE NOVELS OF STEPHEN KING

The article is devoted to the analysis of the main strategies used to build up narrative tension in characters in English-
language horror literature, as exemplified by the novels of the horror literature classic Stephen King. Special attention
is given to the specifics of implementing certain techniques for creating the horror effect in literary texts, which, in turn,
contribute to the formation of the genre uniqueness and recognizability of horror literature. The primary techniques
for building narrative tension in characters include the nomination of the object or subject of fear, description of his
appearance and communicative behaviour, and inclusion of the character’s backstory. The latter technique creates
emotional attachment to the characters, events, or the literary work as a whole and contributes to «manipulating» a
reader, compelling them to read a text from beginning to end. During the research, it was found that most negative
characters in S. King'’s works, true embodiments of evil, have a neutral nominative connotation, often indicating the
geographical origin. This serves as the confirmation of the writer s main conception that any creature or object in the
surrounding reality can be a potential source of fear and danger. However, interesting cases of nomination with a negative
connotation were identified and analysed. Fictional nominations created by the author that are unique, devoid of any
previous semantic value, and based on the instinctive fear of the unknown have been singled out. The detailed portrayal
of characters and consideration of various aspects, such as appearance, character, and communicative behaviour, help
horror literature authors create the effect of narrative tension in the text and evoke specific emotional reactions through
events in the narrative.

The conclusion is drawn that one of the key means of creating narrative tension in S. King's works characters in the
inclusion of their backstory. This contributes to revealing hidden character traits, building a certain internal conflict,
helping to explore the psychology of characters, and forming a deep connection between the reader and the characters.
The appearance of the hero, his character, and behaviour play a significant role in building the atmosphere of narrative
tension. S. King often chooses an ordinary, average, life-weary American as a common character of his works, who
has to face evil and undergo a dramatic physical and psychological transformation. Thus, the writer demonstrates the
transformation from an ordinary person into an unknown threatening force that cannot be controlled, the potential that
is sleeping in a human being.
