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EXISTENTIALIST DISCOURSE IN THE WORKS BY J.-M. G. LE CLEZIO

This article explores the presence of existentialist discourse in the literary works of Jean-Marie Gustave Le Clézio,
situating his thought and idiomatic style in relation to the existentialist tradition represented by Jean-Paul Sartre, Albert
Camus, and Simone de Beauvoir. While Le Clézio does not overtly identify with existentialist philosophy, his writings
reflect a sustained engagement with key existential concerns — alienation, freedom, ethical responsibility, and the search
for meaning in the modern world.

In the light of the present-day issues, the article acknowledges the relevance of a research focused on existentialism in
general and Le Clézio’s work in particular. An overview of existing researches (both by Ukrainian and foreign authors)
points out a practical value of the literary analysis undertaken.

The main section of the article gives a condensed overview of the philosophical and literary existentialism, its historical
background, as well as its core ideas and principles. Through a comparative lens, the article outlines then how Le Clézio
is different from the paradigmatic figures of classical existentialism, such as Sartre, with his politically engaged literature,
or Camus, with his absurd hero, as he turns his attention towards the ethics grounded in empathy, sensory perception, and
receptivity to cultural otherness. Le Clézio s work, particularly from the 1980s onward, tends toward a lyrical and almost
mystical tone that contrasts with the more philosophical or metaphorical narratives of his existentialist predecessors.
Additionally, the article draws connections between Beauvoir's critique of the “serious man” and Le Clézio's portrayal
of Western civilization. In doing so, the study positions Le Clézio not as a strict adherent to existentialism, but as a
writer who extends existential concerns into new ethical and aesthetic territories shaped by postcolonial and ecological
awareness. The article concludes by highlighting the value that Le Clézios work offers to the existentialist literature,
thematically enriching the legacy of its classic figures.
