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FERALIA: MAGICAL RITUAL AND RELIGIOUS FUNCTION

Research Objective: to analyze the features of the ritual and determine the religious function of the Feralia festival.
Methodology is based on the principle of scientific rigor and involves general scientific methods such as analysis and
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synthesis, as well as content analysis. Scientific novelty lies in the examination of the debated aspects of the Feralia
ritual and in identifying its religious function. Conclusions. This study demonstrates that modern historiography pays
insufficient attention to various aspects of the Feralia festival. The investigation of this celebration remains a complex
scholarly task, as the available source base consists primarily of fragmentary descriptions of the rituals. Most of the
information we possess about Feralia comes from Ovid's poetic narrative. The Parentalia, with the exception of their final
day — Feralia, were largely private in nature. During the period of civil wars, these individual practices often declined,
but the establishment of the Principate created conditions for their revival and for the proper cultivation of memory for
the deceased. Relatives and friends brought offerings of food and held commemorative meals at graves, not only on
officially designated days but also on the birthdays of the departed.Throughout the Parentalia, a rupture in the usual
ritual connection between mortals and the gods can be observed — evidenced by prohibitions on marriage ceremonies and
the temporary closure of temples. The difficulty in clearly differentiating between the rites of Feralia and Parentalia has
led some scholars to suggest that Feralia should not be viewed as a separate festival. However, it is evident that Feralia
served as the culmination of the Parentalia — a moment when the living, with reverence and affection, fulfilled their
obligations to the dead, thus reinforcing an enduring spiritual bond. The commemoration primarily focused on deceased
family members, especially parents. The Parentalia remained one of the few traditional Roman festivals that retained
their relevance even after the spread of Christianity. Like pagans, Christians acknowledged the importance of ancestral
remembrance, and thus the Parentalia could be perceived as an acceptable means of maintaining a connection between
the living and the dead without direct confrontation with new religious beliefs. Of particular interest is the association
of Feralia with magical practices. This day was considered an auspicious time for the performance of black magic and
was dedicated to the Roman goddess of silence, Tacita. Ovid's account of a magical ritual within the context of Feralia

provides valuable insights into the nature of magical beliefs and practices in the ancient world.
