VISUALIZATION OF UTOPIA:
THE IMAGE OF THE “LAND OF ABUNDANCE” IN ART

«The Land of Abundance» is a medieval folkloric utopia that embodies the idea of life without labor and with
unlimited access to various goods, such as food and precious objects. In artistic and literary works, this image often
fulfilled a satirical function, ridiculing idleness and gluttony. Although it is widely represented in European culture, its
visual representations remain relatively underexplored in art historical research. Existing studies focus mainly on literary
sources, while the analysis of artistic works is presented only sporadically. The aim of this article is to examine selected
visual embodiments of the motif of the «land of abundancey in sixteenth— and seventeenth-century art.

The earliest description of the «land of abundancey is found in the Kildare Poems (14th c., Ireland), where it appears
as a space without labor, with rivers of wine, milk, and honey, and ready-to-eat food. Similar ideas are present in
many cultures, such as the image of Lubberland in Sweden or Schlaraffenland in Germany. The oldest known visual
representation is attributed to the Swiss artist Jacques Clouet (mid-16th c.), whose engraving depicts scenes of banquets
and feasting.

This article contains an analysis of Pieter Bruegel the Elder s painting « The Land of Cockaigney (1567), Nicolo Nelli's
engraving «The Land of Cockaigne» (1564), and an anonymous seventeenth-century print entitled «Description of the
town of Chucagna where those who work less earn morey. This makes it possible to trace the transformation of the notion
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of the «land of abundance» within the European artistic tradition and its role as a tool of satire and social critique. The
works analyzed reveal shared motifs—abundance of food and material wealth, the absence of labor, and the inversion of
social norms—while also demonstrating differences in their visual strategies depending on cultural and historical context.
The comparison shows that each work adopts a distinct approach to visualizing the utopian theme: from allegorical satire
to serial narration and cartographic ordering. This attests to the multilayered nature of the cultural image of the «land of
abundancey and its adaptability to diverse artistic and social contexts.
