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GLOBAL HISTORY AS AMETHODOLOGY OF MEDIEVAL STUDIES

Contemporary world historiography is developing rapidly, and historians are employing the methodological concept of
global history to study the history of the Middle Ages. Although a significant number of works have already been written on both
global history itself and the global history of the Middle Ages, this topic remains relevant, given the current challenges facing
historical scholarship both in Ukraine and worldwide. Global history emerged as a new methodology for historical research in
the 1980s and 1990s in order to understand the origins and preconditions of 20th-century globalization processes. The aim of
this study is to analyse the characteristics of the analysis of medieval history (5th—15th centuries) from the perspective of global
history. Research methodology. A typological approach was used for the historiographical review, analysing both general works
by British, German and American historians and sociologists on the evolution of the conceptual approach to global history, and
studies on specific aspects of medieval history (Viking raids, slavery in the Black Sea and the Mediterranean, international trade
and the role of Arabs, Chinese and Indians in these processes, interregional contacts in the Americas). The scientific novelty
lies in the fact that the article analyses the latest historiographical discourse on global history as a methodological approach to
the analysis of medieval history. It is emphasized that for a long time, Eurocentrism dominated historiography, with medieval
history being viewed primarily through the lens of the role of European states. Over the past 15-20 years, this approach has
changed, and historians now take into account the perspectives of different regions in their interactions during the Middle
Ages. Conclusions. Global history offers a new perspective on the medieval past. This approach is particularly important for
Ukrainian historians in situating the history of Ukraine within a European and global context.
