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THE REPRESENTATION OF THE CHESSBOARD FLOOR IN SACRAL PAINTING:
SYMBOLISM AND PLASTIC SOLUTIONS

This article examines the symbolism of chess within the context of religious painting. Traditionally, the depiction of
chess in works of fine art is interpreted as a struggle between the forces of Good and Evil, grounded in the opposition
of the black and white colors of the chessboard and its pieces. The present study proposes an alternative reading of
the symbolism of the chessboard floor, based on the significance of the square as the modular unit of the game board,
which was identified with the cyclical motion of the Universe, where order and regularity correlate with chaos. It is
established that within the framework of the medieval religious worldview — wherein the binary opposition of «Life —
Deathy transforms into the formula «Life — Death — Resurrection» — the image of chess (the chessboard floor) functions
as a metaphor for this very triad. This corresponds to the laws of cosmic order (the rules of the game), where the final
chess move — inevitable earthly Death (checkmate) — constitutes the beginning of the souls journey into the metaphysical
space of spiritual transformation. The purpose of this article is to investigate the distinctive features of symbolism and
iconography in representations of the chessboard floor within religious painting. The aim and objectives have necessitated
the application of comparative studies, hermeneutics, and iconographic and comparative analysis as the primary research
methods. Drawing on examples from European painting, the study analyzes and explores the symbolism, stylistics, and
compositional structure of depictions based on biblical narratives. Compositions featuring the chessboard floor, executed
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between 1394—1510, are presented, and for the first time, connections with Ukrainian painting of the 21st century are
established. As a result of the research, it is determined that in religious art, the depiction of the chessboard floor emerges
as a metaphorical field of the invisible spiritual battle that the Christian wages on earth, overcoming temptations and
possessing the possibility of making that same «final movey toward salvation. It is concluded that the thematic scope of
works featuring the chessboard floor in religious art encompasses, on the one hand, the memento mori motif, wherein the
narrative centers on a chess game between Man and Death, and, on the other hand, compositions from the Gospel and
Marian cycles, where the central narrative is the Annunciation.
