THE POTENTIAL OF MUSIC IN SUPPORTING THE RESILIENCE
OF PRIMARY SCHOOL CHILDREN IN WARTIME: THE UKRAINIAN CONTEXT

The study is devoted to exploring the role of music in supporting the resilience of Ukrainian primary school children
during wartime. The relevance of the research is reinforced by the fact that primary school children represent a particularly
vulnerable group whose basic rights to safety, education, and physical and psycho-emotional well-being have been
violated by the war. The prolonged continuation of hostilities exacerbates the consequences of traumatic experiences,
causing feelings of fear, anxiety, loneliness, and sometimes anger among children, which requires an adequate response
from the educational and social sectors.

The analysis of contemporary scientific approaches to the phenomenon of “resilience” made it possible to identify
the conceptual frameworks employed by both Western and Ukrainian scholars in addressing this issue. Based on foreign
and domestic research, the author interprets the phenomenon of resilience as a dynamic process of successful adaptation
to stress through the integration of internal (cognitive, emotional) and external (social, cultural) resources, the ability to
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function fully according to one'’s developmental stage by recognizing stress, overcoming it, and achieving personal growth
through this process.

Music is defined as one of the protective factors for fostering resilience due to its positive influence on children s psycho-
emotional state and its capacity to promote interaction and social connectedness through collective musical practices.
The article provides a theoretical justification for applying the BASIC Ph model to emphasize the effectiveness of active
engagement of children in facilitated musical practices. The potential of musical activities — such as participatory music-
making, stimulating imagination and creativity through composing musical fairy tales, creating musical soundscapes
of an imagined future, dance improvisations to music, and group singing with movement — is demonstrated, as these

practices can simultaneously activate several resource channels within the BASIC Ph model.

The article also presents the initial stage of organizing a special music-based intervention at one of the schools in the
Kyiv region, aimed at supporting the resilience of primary school children through music.
